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Brief Comment 

 
• According to the data from the Ministry of Interior and Ministry of Tourism in first two months 

2011, showed that the number of arrivals to Cambodia totalling 551,710 persons, increased by 

16.97% -from 471,659 persons compared to the same last year. In the mean time, the number of 

arrivals at the Phnom Penh International Airport increased by 11.44%, -from 124,197 to 

138,410 persons, the number of arrivals at the Siem Reap International Airport appreciated by 

27.66%,-from 141,408 to 180,519 persons, and the number of arrivals by land and boat rose by 

12.97%,-from 206,054 to 232,781 persons.   

• In February 2011, according to the data from the Ministry of Planning reported that, inflation 

rate increased by 0.7% compare to the last month. Commodity prices on local markets 

presented mix priced. Of which, food prices reportedly decreased for example, the Pork with fat 

price went up by 0.36%-from 13,700 to 13,750 riels/kg, the second rice quality price rose by 

0.46% -from 2,160 to 2,170 riels/kg, and the mud fish (large) went up by 1.14% -from 13,200 

to 13,350 riels/kg, the gasoline price appreciated by 2.23% -from 4,700 to 4,805 riels/litre, and 

diesel price went up by 3.30%-from 4,300 to 4,442 riels/litre. But, the Fresh Beef No.1 price 

fell by 0.21%-from 23,900 to 23,850 riels/kg, and the dressed chicken price decreased by 

0.25%-from 19,700 to 19,650 riels/kg. Overall, the annual inflation rate year on year in 

February 2011 increased by 3.8%.   

• In first two months 2011, according to the report from World Bank website the most main 

commodity on the international markets presented price strongly compared to the same period 

last year. For example, the log price in Malaysia increased by 24.74% -from 255,5 to 318,7 

US$/m3, the oil brent price in London, UK jumped by 32.90%, -from 75,3 to 100,1 US$/barrel, 

the rubber price in Singapore rose by 89.40% -from 3,110 to 5,890 US$/ton,  the steel rebar 

price in USA went up by 13.21%-from 530 to 600 US$/ton, and the second sugar price in 

London, UK increased by 13.91% -from 571,7 to 651,3 US$/ton. But, the second quality rice 

price in Bangkok, Thailand depreciated by 4.33%, -from 492,7 to 471,1 US$/ton.  

• In first two months 2011, generally, the US dollar average price position continued to strongly 

price against to the major currencies in the world markets compared to the same period last 

year’s. For example, Japanese yen increased by 8.66% –from 89.66 to 81.90 yen/dollar, Thai 

bath rose by 8.11% -from 33.59 to 30.87 baht/dollar, the Korean won jumped by 4.70% -from 

1,176 to 1,121 won/dollar, and the Cambodian riel appreciated by 2.88% -from 4,178 to 4,057 

riels/dollar. But, Vietnamese dong depreciated by 4.63% -from 19,077 to 19,959 dong/dollar, 

and the Euro value went down by 0.12%-from 0.727 to 0.728 Euro/dollar.  
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• In February 2011, according to the data from National Bank of Cambodia revealed that the total 

liquidity 19,870 billion riels, increased by 16.5% -from 17,053 billion riels, compared to the 

period last year’s. This was contributed mainly to the domestic credit (stock) increased by 

32.7% -from 8,655 to 11,486 billion riels, the credit to the private enterprises appreciated by 

23.9% -from 11,061 to 13,703 billion riels, the currency outside banks rose by 6.5% -from 

2,989 to 3,183 billion riels, and the foreign currency deposit rose by 18.3% -from 13,595 to 

16,082 billion riels. Net official reserve including gold in February 2011could sustain more than 

5.9 months of retained imports of goods and services.  

• According to the data from the General Customs and Excise Department showed in first two 

months 2011, the total value of import increased by 15.19%-from 1.568,19 to 1.806,37 billion 

riels, compared to the same period last year. Of which, import of the vehicle, motorbikes and 

spare part jumped by 20.15% -from 193,99 to 233,07 billion riels, the import of the petroleum 

rose by 19.24% -from 144,67 to 172,50 billion riels, and the import of food and Ingredients 

increased by 15.25% -from 48,35 to 55,72 billion riels. But, the import of medicine depreciated 

by 7.39% -from 39,10 to 36,12 billion riels, the import cement decreased by 0.27% -from 24,86 

to 24,79 billion riels, and the import of Cigarettes declined by 9.89% -from 77,88 to 70,18 

billion riels.  

• In first two months 2011, total value of export amount 685,54 million dollar, an increased by 

18.21% -from 579,91 million dollars, compared to same period last year. Of which, the export 

of clothing increased by 33.84% -from 409,05 to 547,47 million dollars, the export shoes rose 

by 84.02% -from 22,30 to 41,04 million dollars, the export of other textile products jumped by 

71.53% -from 4,56 to 7,83 million dollars, and the export of fishing products went up by 

348.85% -from 9,22 to 41,39  million dollars. But, the export rubber depreciated by 36.15% -

from 0,68 to 0,43 million dollars.  

• In December 2010, the Domestic Revenue reflected 738,49 billion riels, an increase by 29.43% 

compared to the December 2009 last year totalling 570,56 billion riels. Of which, current 

revenue increased by 21.64%, -from 570,56 to 694,01 billion riels, and the tax revenue rose by 

25.05% -from 423,32 to 529,36 billions riels, and the non-tax revenue appreciated by 11.81% -

from 147,24 to 164,66 billion riels. In the same time, the current expenditure accounted for 

664,55 billion riels, representing a decrease of 34.61% against 1.016,23 billion riels, compared 

to the same last yaer. Overall, current budget balance in 12 month in 2010, posted a noticeable 

surplus of 658,85 billion riels.
